UPDATE Shooting – 1800 block Shopiere Rd.  
 

On 06/04/15 at approximately 6pm city of Beloit Police Officers were dispatched to a Gas 
Station / Convenience Store in the 1800 block of Shopiere Road for a report of shots being fired. 
 
The 22 year old male victim from Beloit remains in the hospital. The name of the shooting victim 
is being withheld until it can be determined if / when we will be able to speak with him or his 
condition changes. 
 
The investigation has developed a suspect. This individual has been identified as: 

Ricardo Holloway, 20 years of age, from Beloit 
 

 
 

Holloway has a current warrant issued for his arrest on a Probation Violation. A Felony warrant 
for Attempted 1st Degree Intentional Homicide as also been issued. 
 
Holloway should be considered armed and dangerous.  
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The investigation has developed a second suspect. This individual has been identified as: 

Morean Williams, 31 years of age from Beloit 
 

 
 

Williams has a current warrant issued for his arrest on a Probation Violation. A Felony warrant 
for Party to the Crime of Attempted 1st Degree Intentional Homicide as also been issued. 
 
Beloit Police Evidence Technicians worked through the night processing evidence. This morning 
at approximately 8am the vehicle believed to have been used during the commission of this 
crime was recovered abandoned in the 1600 block of Porter Avenue.  
 
It is believed the participants in the incident were known to each other and that the crime itself 
was not random.  

 

Beloit Police Detectives are continuing the investigation. 
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
