Edwards Ice Arena will be closed on Saturday, December 24, Sunday, December 25, 

Saturday, December 31, and Sunday, January 1. Open skate will be offered from 7-9 p.m. 

Friday, December 23, and Friday, December 30, and from 1-3 p.m. Wednesday, December 

28 and Thursday, Dec. 29.
