On June 1, 1997, Wisconsin State Statute 301.45 (Act 440), the Sex 
Offender Registration and Community Notification Law, took effect to enhance public 
safety and protection.  
 
Milberger was convicted in 2016 of four counts of possession of child pornography.  
 
Milberger remains on supervision until December 1, 2025, and is required to register with 
the Wisconsin Sex Offender Registry. He also will be on lifetime GPS monitoring. 
 
Conditions of supervision include: 

• No unsupervised contact with minors 

• No contact with the victim(s) 

• Not to consume drugs 

• Comply with standard sex offender rules 

• Cooperate with electronic monitoring 

• Face-to-face contact with law enforcement 

• Comply with all requirements and lifetime registration of the Wisconsin Sex 
Offender Registry 

 
 
The Beloit Police Department expects Milberger to cooperate and comply with the above 
conditions and rules.
