Important Deadlines and Absentee Voting Information

e Deadline to file voter registration paperwork by mail or online: Wednesday,
March 12.

e Deadline to file voter registration paperwork at City Hall: 5pm Friday, March
28; you can still register at your polling location on Election Day.

e Deadline to request an absentee ballot to be sent to you through the mail:
5pm Thursday, March 27 (5pm Friday, March 28 if voter is indefinitely confided or
military).

Return ballots via U.S. Postal Service or return directly to the 2" floor Clerk-
Treasurer’s Office. Please allow enough time for absentee ballots to return via
mail as they must be in the Clerk-Treasurer’s office by 8pm Election Day.

Only the voter can return the ballot to the clerk’s office or place in the mail
unless a voter with disabilities needs help returning their ballots.

Make sure all fields are properly filled out, including the witness signature and
address.

In-person absentee voting days and hours:

o 8:30am-4pm weekdays March 18-21 and March 24-27

o 11am-3pm Sunday, March 23

o 8:30am-5pm Friday, March 28.

o In-person absentee voting will take place on the 15 floor at City Hall.
Deadline for absentee ballots to be in the clerk’s office: 8pm Tuesday, April 1
(this means in the office - not postmarked by). Do not bring to your polling
location.
