Next week, Council will
participate in the second full day workshop to review additional information
regarding the General Fund budget and also review all of the other funds included
in the 2012 proposed budget.

NEW CONCEALED CARRY LAW GOING INTO EFFECT NOVEMBER 1, 2011

Although we have been busy with the budget, we did take a few minutes this week to meet with representatives
from the City Attorney’s office to discuss the new Concealed Carry Law, which goes into effect on November 1,
2011. The law includes some modifications and will necessitate some changes to the existing City Municipal
Code related to carrying firearms and weapons into public facilities. After discussing a number of alternative
approaches, we decided to prepare a draft ordinance for Council’s consideration that would prohibit the carrying
of concealed weapons in most city facilities. The draft ordinance, along with a staff report, which will include
other options and alternatives for Council’s consideration, will be included on the November 7, 2011 agenda for
Council consideration.

4. PUBLIC HEARINGS

a.

Public Hearing on the 2012 HOME Investment Partnerships Proposed Budget. This appropriation is used
for the City’s residential rehab program. The Community Development Authority board has reviewed and is
recommending approval of the proposed budget.

2012 Community Development Block Grant Proposed Budget. There are additional materials attached to
the agenda showing the recommended breakdown and allocations for the Community Development Block
Grant Program for 2012. Once again, the Community Development Authority board has reviewed this budget
and is recommending approval.

2012 Operating, Library and Capital Improvements Proposed Budgets for the City. This budget has been
under intense review and has been the subject of a number of budget workshops. Once again, this is the
formal public hearing, and residents who would like to enter comments into the official record related to the
proposed budget should anticipate attending and speaking at this hearing.

6. CONSENT AGENDA

a.

Approval of the Minutes of the regular meeting of October 3, 2011.

Resolution approving an amendment to the Class “B” Beer and “Class B” Liquor License for Patti’'s Road
Dawg Pub, 2956 Milwaukee Road. The license amendment would extend the area where the license may be
utilized to include an indoor conference room. The Alcohol Beverage License Control Committee has
recommended for approval.

Application for a Condominium Plat for the Fuller Woods Condominiums Addendum No. 1. These properties
are located in the 2700 block of East Ridge Road. The Condominium Association is asking that the lots be
changed for the six remaining units (three buildings) to preclude their construction. The remaining lots would
then be held as open space under the control and management of the Condominium Association Board of
Directors.

Resolution authorizing the final payment of Public Works Contract C11-20 for Barrett Place Rehabilitation.
This was a small street reconstruction project that was completed earlier this year.

7. ORDINANCES

a.

Second reading on an ordinance amending various provisions of Sections 1 and amending a portion of Section
25 of the Code of General Ordinances pertaining to Emergency Management and Continuity of
Government. These provisions were recently rewritten by the Assistant City Attorney as part of an overall
upgrade of the City’s Emergency Management Response Ordinance. Many of the changes were made
following a recent update of the State Statute, and others clarified continuity of government and identify a chain
of command to be followed whenever an emergency response is required in the community. The ordinance
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received a first reading at Council’s last meeting and is now ready for a second reading and consideration for
adoption.

8. APPOINTMENTS

There were a number of appointments recommended by the Appointment Review Committee, which are listed
with the main agenda packet. These appointments will be considered by Council at Monday evening’s meeting.

11. REPORTS FROM BOARDS AND CITY OFFICERS

a.

Resolution awarding Composting Bid and authorizing City Manager to enter into a contract for services. The
City recently underwent two separate Request for Proposal processes to select the best value for a composting
site. The City previously contracted with Leaflan to provide for the disposal of residential yard waste and the fall
leaf pick-up program at this facility. Prior contracts also provided the payment of a fee so that residents of the
City of Beloit could dispose of their yard waste at the facility without charge. During this proposal process, we
learned of another facility in the immediate area that does not charge for the dumping of residential yard waste,
making it unnecessary for the City to contract for and pay for that service. As a consequence, a hew proposed
three-year contract would be for a cost of approximately $14,000 per year. This is a substantial savings below
the approximately $50,000 current cost and the $68,000 bid for next year. The recommendation is, of course, to
remain with the same vendor (Leaflan) but at a cost that represents disposal of City collected yard waste only.

Resolution authorizing the issuance and sale of approximately $4,325,000 Taxable General Obligation
Refunding Bonds. The City recently refunded a significant amount of General Obligation debt that was used in
prior years for making various civic infrastructure improvements. As a result of that refinancing, to take
advantage of lower interest rates in the market, the city saved over $900,000 for taxpayers, which will be realized
over the next decade in lower budget allocations for debt repayments. Our Finance Department staff has
continued to work with the financial consultant looking at other issues, and has found slightly over $4,000,000 of
additional debt, which could also be refinanced in this market, saving approximately $300,000. Obviously, it is
our recommendation that we move forward with the refinancing to save what is a significant amount of money,
most of which will benefit taxpayers over the next decade. As with prior issues, this is not new debt but that
being issued only to refinance existing debt at a lower cost. All cost of issuance are included in the calculations
and the projected savings are net of all costs related to the issuance.

Resolution approving Farm Leases between the City of Beloit and Walsh Agricultural Holdings, LLC. This
resolution approves the annual farm leases, which Councilors will note from reviewing the staff report, resulted in
a significant number of proposals this year from local farmers and a substantial increase in price per acre. The
highest price quoted to lease this land was from Walsh Agricultural Holdings, LLC, which is a local firm.
Quotations for this contract were solicited on the open market, numerous proposals were received, and this firm
submitted the highest price.
