4. PUBLIC HEARINGS
a. Resolution authorizing a Conditional Use Permit to allow a limited vehicle service in the C-2, Neighborhood Commercial
District, for property located at 2667 Prairie Avenue. This is a proposed car wash which will provide hand wash services
out of two existing bays and will not be automated. Plan Commission recommendation for approval 5-0, subject to six
conditions recommended by Planning staff.

c. Resolution awarding Public Works Contract C17-17, Telfer Pavilion Roof Replacement. Four competitive bids were
received, with the low bid being from McDermaid Roofing and Insulating Co. Replacing the roof will also include
additional insulation of the roof deck, which will help reduce the amount of natural gas used to heat the building.

d. Resolution awarding Public Works Contract C17-22, City Hall Roof Replacement. Three bids were received for this
project, with the low bid coming from Nieman Central Wisconsin Roofing Co., Inc. This project will replace four small
roofs that are beyond their useful lives, and repair several others.

e. Resolution awarding Public Works Contract C17-05, Cracksealing and Sealcoating. One bid was received for this
project from Scott Construction, Inc. This project will maintain pavements through the application of crackfill and
sealcoating.

f.  Resolution awarding Public works Contract C17-12, Broad Street Bridge Deck Repairs. Four competitive bids were
received, with the low bid being from Norcon Corp. This project will apply partial depth concrete repairs to spalled areas
to the west side of the Broad Street Bridge, sidewalk, curb, and median.

Buy
only what you will use in short-term.

Disinfectants CS, D* Save for Clean Sweep if: label says "germ proof", it contains chlorophenol;
product is old; it’s for industrial or commercial use; it’s a large amount. Ifitis a
recently purchased household product, okay for small amounts to go down
household drain with lots of water.

Drain cleaner (liquid) D Use long pipe brush or vinegar and baking soda. Install hair screen. Make sure
clog is not a solid object.

Drain opener (crystals) (&) Only a few ounces can crash a septic system. Avoid using if connected to septic
system. First try to break up clog with plunger, long pipe brush/snake, vinegar +
baking soda, or liquid drain opener. Determine if clog is a solid object.

Driveway sealer () Avoid coal tar (hazardous run-off). Look for low-solvent formula.

Fertilizer (no pesticides) T Don't stock up on fertilizer - it can turn into a solid block if not used right away.

Fertilizer (with pesticides) Cs Place in clear plastic bag if possible. Don't stock up on fertilizer - it can turn into
a solid block if not used up right away.

Fiberglass epoxy T*, CS Mix resin and hardener, trash when solid. If not possible, bring to Clean Sweep.

Floor cleaner (solvent-based) CS Switch to non-solvent cleaner.

Fluorescent lamps/bulbs R, RS If fluorescent bulbs keep burning out, dimmers/other switches and the quality

of the bulb might be factors. Switch to LED.

yellow; Thalo blue and green; raw umber; Scheele’s green; strontium yellow;

Paint thinners CS Settle out solids, pour off clear liquid and seal tightly for reuse. Harden solids
and trash. Switch to latex paint if possible.

Paint, auto, marine, equipment cs Can contain metals or other toxic ingredients.

Paint, latex RS, T Recycle at select hardware stores or harden then trash with lids off. Use kitty
litter, Oil-Dri/spill absorbents, air dry, or faster-acting paint hardener.

Paint, oil-based CS, T* Liquid to Clean Sweep. If solid, then trash, lids off. Cannot harden like latex
paint.

completely in plastic.
